1. Rules:  The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the The Racing Rules of Sailing, 2005-2008 and the rules of the Thistle Class Association, except as amended by the Sailing Instructions.

2. Eligibility and Entry.
2.1 This regatta is open to all registered Thistle Class yachts and dues-paid members.
2.2 Eligible yachts may enter by completing the entry form and mailing it to Old Town Dinghy Club, c/o Tiger Point Marina, 997 Egans Creek Lane, Fernandina Beach, FL 32034.  You may also enter by emailing the completed entry form to Randy Rice at ricearch@bellsouth.net or Bill Kavanaugh at captwhk@aol.com.
2.3 Late entries will be accepted prior to Late Check-in & Registration.
2.4 A Disclaimer of Liability must be signed to complete entry.

4.4 Races will not be started after 1200 hours on Sunday, July 13, 2008.
5. Venue:  The racing area will be on Cumberland Sound, approximately one half mile north of the Tiger Point Marina.  The Tiger Point Marina is located at 997 Egans Creek Lane, Fernandina Beach, Florida.
6. The Course:  The diagram in Addendum “1” of the Sailing Instructions shows the courses, including the approximate angles between the legs, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left.

7. Penalty System.

7.1 The two turn penalties as proscribed in rule 44.2 shall apply.
7.2 The 20% Penalty Rule shall apply.  At any start after the first general recall of race, the Race Committee may display flag Z as specified in rule 30.2.  If a yacht breaks this rule and is identified, she shall receive a 20% scoring penalty calculated as stated in rule 44.3(c).
8. Scoring.
8.1 The low point system as proscribed in rule A4 will apply.  Five (5) races are scheduled of which one (1) race is required to be completed to constitute a series.  A yacht’s series score will be the total of her race scores.
8.1 The Race Committee reserves the right to deem a yacht finished and score her in the position she is in on the course, if she is unreasonably delaying the start of the next race.  If the Race Committee does score such a yacht, Sailing Instruction 17.3 will not apply.
9. Safety Regulations:  A yacht that retires from a race must notify the Race Committee either before leaving the race area, or if that is not possible, immediately after arriving ashore.  The Race Committee will monitor VHF channel 16 and 71.  The Tiger Point Marina monitors VHF channel 16 as well.  All yachts must carry minimum safety equipment as required by the U.S. Coast Guard and the Thistle Class Rules.
10. Prizes:  Prizes will be awarded to the top five finishers of the regatta.
11. Disclaimer of Liability:  Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or at the time of the regatta.
12. Lodging & Housing:  There are several hotels and motels within fifteen minutes of Tiger Point Marina.

13. Social:  After each day’s racing there will be beer served at the Tiger Point Marina.  On Saturday evening at 7:00 p.m., there will be a dinner at Wicked Davey’s Fancy Saloon in downtown Fernandina Beach.  The expected cost of dinner is $20.00 per adult and $12.00 per child.
