Measurement will include but not be limited to be all up weight, J measurement, boom slot length, spinnaker pole length, sails, rudder weight and thickness, safety equipment (flotation, paddle, PFDs, anchor and line, throwable, bailing bucket, and whistle).

At registration, each competitor will be required to sign a waiver for loss, damage, or injury to persons or property incurred in connection with the Regatta or on the property of Pensacola Yacht Club that occurs as a result of the competitor’s actions.

Insurance:  Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance adequate for the Regatta.
