Brent Barbehenn was very much in evidence as the host of the annual Heather Bowl Regatta at the Red Dragon Canoe Club this past weekend, but he was seen more often serving lasagna and doing race committee work than he was racing.

That's because he had a virtual lock on first place when John Baker and Joy Martin were unable to attend the last of the eight fall series regattas, so he tended to organizational duties while the rest of the fleet raced.  It was the seventh time since 1986 that Barbehenn won the ECFS. 

Baker held on to capture second in the ECFS, while Dave Hansen – sailing with Scott Meyer and wife Anne Hansen – nailed down the third place perpetual.
